Note: The House markup has a provision entitled ‘Additional Navigation’ with $123,313,000. This is identified for navigation O&M only. Thirty days after a final bill is signed the Corps is to submit, to Congress, how they will distribute these funds. The Senate has indicated they will have a similar provision in their markup.
The Senate markup does not have a provision entitled ‘Additional Navigation’. They have a provision entitled ‘Additional Funding For Ongoing Work’ with subcategories totaling $143,000,000. Subcategories include: “Small, Remote or Subsistence Harbor Maintenance” - $30 m; “Inland Navigation Channel Maintenance” - $15 m; “Commercial Harbor Maintenance” - $55 m; “Miscellaneous Maintenance” - $34 m; and “Multi-Purpose Project O&M” - $9 m.
